Visually, the car sits mean thanks to Stance+
coilovers, perfectly dialled in over 763M
wheels finished in satin Porsche Aurum
Gold, topped off with floating centre caps
and anniversary badges. Up front, the look is
sharpened by black kidney grilles, a red V-
bar, halo headlights with black eyebrows,
and a sun strip that ties it all together.

The details don’t stop there - gloss black
trims, black M mirror caps with sequential
indicators, black badges, and magna plates
keep the theme clean and cohesive. Down
low, a Maxton front splitter and side skirts,
paired with a diffuser wrapped in black, give
it that proper road-hugging stance. Finished
off with red painted calipers, this 1 Series
looks just as good standing still as it does
rolling.

Performance hasn’t been forgotten either. A
Stage 1 EGR wakes things up nicely, while a
3-inch twin-tip exhaust system adds the
sound to match the look.

A proper transformation from start to finish -
Callum’s 1 Series is a perfect example of how
the right mods, done right, can turn a daily
into something special. 👌

Under the bonnet, the B58TU high-
pressure fuel pump lays the
groundwork for big power, paired
perfectly with MHD Stage 2+ ECU
software and an xHP Stage 3 TCU
remap to make sure every bit of
power is put down smoothly and
aggressively. Breathing is taken
care of by an MST intake, while a
Scorpion 5” decat with double res-
delete centre pipe ensures it
sounds as angry as it performs.

Visually, the car is finished off with
763M wheels in gold, giving it a
clean but purposeful stance that
hints at what it’s capable of.

All in all, this M140i is pushing
around 500bhp, making it a
perfect blend of OEM+ style and
serious straight-line pace. A proper
sleeper with a vicious edge. 🔥

Winter - Part 3
Tyres, Traction & Staying
Out of the Hedge

❄️ Traction Tips for UK Roads

Be smooth, not heroic: Gentle
throttle, progressive braking, and
calm steering inputs keep traction
where you need it.

Black ice is the real enemy: Shaded
roads, bridges, and country lanes
freeze first - even when the rest of
the road looks fine.

Let the electronics work: If your ABS
or traction control kicks in, don’t
fight it. Ease off and let the system
do its thing.

🧂  When You Get Stuck (Because It
Happens)

Cat litter or sand: Keep a small bag
in the boot - it’s cheap, light, and
incredibly effective on icy
driveways.

Floor mats for grip: In a pinch, place
them under the driven wheels
(fabric side up) to help you pull
away.

Rock gently: Forward → reverse →
forward. Spinning the wheels just
turns ice into glass.

🛠️ Alignment & Suspension Check

Potholes and winter roads are not
friends of your suspension. If your car
pulls to one side or the steering
wheel’s off-centre, get it checked -
poor alignment makes winter grip
worse and chews through tyres.

UK winter driving isn’t about bravery -
it’s about preparation and patience.
Sort your tyres, keep pressures right,
and remember: arriving late beats
arriving sideways.

In the UK, winter driving usually means cold,
damp roads, surprise ice, and the occasional
snow chaos, not waist-deep drifts. That makes
tyres and traction even more important -
because most of our winter hazards are invisible
until it’s too late.

🛞 Tyres: Your First Line of Defence

Tread depth: The legal minimum is 1.6mm,
but in winter you really want at least 3mm.
Anything less and wet grip drops off sharply.

Cold tyre pressures: Tyre pressure can drop
roughly 1 PSI for every 10°C temperature drop.
Check them regularly - especially after frosty
nights.

All-season vs winter tyres: Winter tyres aren’t
just for snow. Their softer compound grips
better on cold, wet tarmac. If you drive early
mornings or rural roads, they’re well worth
considering.
